•Edmund Fitzgerald died yesterday.

•Sgt. Edward Burnside of the NYPD called a news conference for 3 p.m. at the crash scene.

•Fitzgerald was 82.

•Fitzgerald was a silent movie buff who would provide piano accompaniment to Buster Keaton and Charlie Chaplin films in revival movie theaters like the Film Forum and the old Thalia.

•The hit-and-run driver was behind the wheel of a blue 1999 Mazda.

•Fitzgerald like to take late-night walks. “He called them his ‘constitutionals,’” Harry Harrison, the doorman of the E. 86th St. building where Fitzgerald lived for nearly 50 years.

•Fitzgerald was crossing from the east side of Lexington Avenue, near 86th Street, to the west side when he was struck.

•Fitzgerald was tranferred to Bellevue Hospital where he died of massive internal injuries at about 6:30 a.m.

•Fitzgerald was the author of several books, including the 1977 work “Bobby, We Hardly Knew Ye.”

•Sgt. Burnside said the Mazda driver had an infant strapped into a baby seat in the back of the car.

•After he was struck at about 1:30 a.m., Fitzgerald was rushed to New York Hospital.

•He played the organ at the funeral for his cousin, President John Fitzgerald Kennedy.

•Fitzgerald always wore a bow-tie and carried a walking stick wherever he went, day or night, neighbors said. “He was an old-fashioned gentleman,” said Ethel Mertz, who lived in the apartment next door to Fitzgerald for decades. “You don’t see too many like him any more.”

•The Mazda was reported stolen from a Forest Hills street about six hours before Fitzgerald was struck.

•Fitzgerald moved to New York in 1948 after graduating with a degree in History from Harvard University.

•Sen. Edward Kennedy (D-Mass), released a statement. “I join with my family in mourning the death of my cousin, who was truly a gentleman and a scholar.”

•Fitzgerald went to the Patel Deli on Third Avenue and always bought a bagel with cream cheese and a large black coffee every morning at about 8 a.m. “It was his morning ritual,” said deli owner Shia Patel.

•Born in Boston, Mass., Fitzgerald was an Army veteran of World War II and never married.

•One witness told police that the driver stopped the car after striking Fitzgerald, got out and stood over the body for about a minute before fleeing on foot. He didn’t have a coat, but wore a knit cap with the Yankees interlock N and Y logo.

•The accident investigation delayed the removal from a stretch of Lexington Ave. of the 8 inches of snow dumped on the city during the overnight N’oreaster.

•The infant was described as a Caucasian girl, about 6 months, swaddled in a pink jumpsuit. “We are asking anyone who knows this child to please come forward as soon as possible,” Sgt. Burnside said. “She’s cute as a button and we’d loved to reunite her with her mother.”
